Meeting was called to order by President, Patrick Coffin at 7:05pm. Patrick asked to approve the minutes from the November 19th meeting (there was no meeting in December). Jack Fitzpatrick made the motion & April Trafton seconded. Board voted & approved.
Treasurer’s Report: Treasurer, Lisa Coffin, presented her report. The starting balance to the checking account was $12,224.51 as of 10/01/2024. There were no deposits in that timeframe. There were six debits/checks between October 16 & December 20. There were as follows: Check #1032, for the annual PO Box renewal, $236.00.  Check #1033 to SVP 580 (CHiPS Toy Drive) as our Annual Giving Donation, $1,000.00. Check #1034 to San Fernando Mission (Annual Giving Donation), $1,000.00. Three recurring debits for Quickbooks monthly fee of $35.00 each, equaling a total of $105.00 for Oct-Dec. This left an ending balance of $9,883.53 in the checking account of 12/31/24. The PayPal account from 10/31-12/31/24 was $1,800.30. Total cash on hand was $11,683.81. Additionally, since the November meeting, all the documents provided by former treasurer, Margaret Landers, have been boxed & placed in storage. (There may be more, but these were the only one provided). Both charities received their checks. The checking & PayPal accounts were reconciled with Wells Fargo. Jack notified the board that 1200 toys were able to be bought with our donation. Additionally, 4,000 toys, cloths & shoes, gift cards & art supplies were distributed this year. Mostly at Valley schools. Teens were given $25.00 gift cards & “someone” donated 60 bikes. They lost a big donor this year, when Warner Bros dropped out. 
 
1. Newsletter – We really need stories. Lisa Coffin, again, brought up the bike lane that has been proposed for Parthenia, but we need more info & a source to reference. April suggested that we have a joint meeting with NSNC. Donnie Creese said that we need to formulate a point of attack so that both parties on the same page. Scott Wright suggested that one way to fight this is the Fire Dept. right away on an already congested street. Additionally, we need to fight back BEFORE permits are finalized. Suggestions for the newsletter included: The Parthenia Bike Lane. Neighborhood Watch. The Annual Meeting. The Block Party. Anything historical.
2. Block Party – It was suggested that rather than having food trucks, we go back to how things used to be. We have hot dogs & hamburgers that we BBQ ourselves. The smell alone will bring people. Donnie has a friend on White Oak with a large property that we might use, so blocking a whole street wouldn’t be necessary. He will check on this. Jack will check to see when Galpin is holding their car show this year. Date was tentatively in September. The 7th or 28th. Four hours. Lisa asked if we would need a committee to organize.
3. Annual Meeting – Patrick will check with Prince of Peace again, for a May meeting on a Tuesday night. They only charge $75.00.
