Sherwood Forest HOA Board Minutes – March 18, 2025

Meeting was called to order by President, Patrick Coffin at 7:05pm. Patrick asked to approve the minutes from the November 19th meeting (there was no meeting in December). Jack Fitzpatrick made the motion & Jeff Baker seconded. Board voted & approved.
Treasurer’s Report: Treasurer, Lisa Coffin was not present. No report this month. 
New Business:
1. Parthenia Bike Lane - Patrick introduced the attending guests. John Whitaker said that he first learned of the City’s proposal from NSNC Vice President, Lisa Carothers, who is very involved with City operations & proposals. The word is that the next time Parthenia is slated to be resurfaced, bike lanes will be added on both sides of the street. This work will begin at Van Nuys Blvd & end at Topanga Blvd. A discussion of negative issues to this proposal began:
Lisa was concerned with the already congested traffic on Parthenia throughout the day. In particular EVERY morning & evening. 
John was concerned for the residents on Parthenia who park there. Then there is the concerns of residents who live in the southern neighborhood, who have no other way in or out except for Parthenia.
Jack asked why Parthenia? Jimmy Stewart voiced his concern as well.
Patrick asked: Is this project confirmed? What is the timetable?
Lisa said that this is part of the larger plan that had been approved by the voters at the State level. If the City doesn’t comply, this could be sued. 
Jack added that if we don’t stop this, traffic on Rayen is going to be worse than it already is.
Scott Wright suggested a coalition to fight this.
Lisa said that NSNC is prepared to join Sherwood in this fight.
Stephanie Wagner said, yes this is a state law, but the particular street can be challenged using safety issues as the argument.
April Trafton added that we may need to hire a lawyer, as we did with the senior living a few years back.
John added that the fire station on Parthenia is also an important issue to stop this project on Parthenia. They already have problems getting in & out during the gridlock hours. 
Patrick suggested that we need to mail out postcards to the membership, saying who they should call & how to get involved. The board should also draft a letter with our concerns in bullet points. We need an action plan.
John said that there is going to be a meeting Street Commission that will include the Board of Engineering on April 3rd. It will be at City Hall. Look up KeepLAMoving.org. 
Patrick asked what this meeting going to concern was.
Donnie Cresse read the proposal to the group. The proposal also mentioned “Parthenia Place”.
Stephanie questioned this, since Parthenia Place is not a “real” street, but a offshoot.
Lisa stressed that this is being promoted by a group of bike riders.
Patrick stressed that we need to know about this & any future meeting by the City.
Donnie said that the proposed bus lane had been changed from Nordhoff to Roscoe & that we should use the same tactics for this.
John suggested that Donnie write the letter, with the bullet points for the April 3rd meeting. Donnie was very willing to do this. 

2. Adjacent Lots on Parthenia – Malcom Gibson introduced himself & said that he & his family had moved to Sherwood when his previous neighborhood, in Van Nuys, was being forsaken for more transportation concerns. He liked the quiet neighborhood feel of Sherwood. April said that both properties on Parthenia had been razed, but there were no signs saying what is happening. Patrick said that we will add this to the April meeting agenda. He asked if anyone would be available to attend the April 3rd meeting downtown, Donnie & Scott said they would attend. Stephanie said that the State has laws concerning split-lots. Hopefully, these lots will look like the others on Parthenia that have created a “street” to accommodate these homes. Lisa added that Tiffany Caldwell, who works for the City had not received any information about the filing for these properties. Donnie said that if these are going to be family homes, with their own driveways there won’t be a problem. Patrick call the meeting at 8:16pm
